My long term goal is to tour this exhibition around the United States. I will target accessible facilities such as
coffee shops, local libraries etc.. where veterans returning home, their families, and communities who
interact with them, will be able to experience the work. I will start with communities near VA hospitals as a
starting place.

King King County, I plan to present this exhibition at Luther's Table, a coffee shop next to a veterans housing
facility in Renton.

I am also currently coordinating an evening presentation at Coffee Strong, a veteran-run coffee shop in
Lakewood (Pierce County); and I have approached a community center in Shoreline (King County) near a
veterans facility to see if they would be interested in presenting the work.

I earned an MFA in Photography from CalArts (Valencia, California) in 1987 and have been exhibiting my
work nationally and internationally since that time. I have had 10 solo exhibitions and been included in more
than 45 group exhibitions. I have received awards from Creative Capital, Open Society Foundation, 4Culture,
and Artist Trust.

After moving to Kirkland in 2006, I began volunteering at a local survivors of suicide group and quickly
became aware of the trauma our veterans experienced in combat, but also the difficulty they have had
coming home. Additionally, I have learned more about the impact their experiences have had on their
families and the communities that try to support this transition.

I believe my extensive exhibition experience and passion for my subject matter will ensure a high quality and
educational experience for the public.
